Culminating Performance Task – TTJ 4C1

Purchasing Your First Vehicle
After spending the past 3 years in our Transportation class, hopefully you will have the knowledge and expertise to research and purchase your first vehicle.  Many of you ask me for advice on what to look for.  This assignment will help you figure out the best vehicle for your purpose (going to school, travelling to work or for recreational use).  

You will create a PPT/Prezi that will cover each step below.  To guide you, maybe consider having 1 or 2 slides per step below.  Include pictures.  

Step 1: 

· What is your purchase price or budget available?  Make sure there is a contingency fund available for insurance and minor repairs (ie. New tires, brakes, certification certificate, stickers, license plate, cost of fuel, etc).  How much money should you keep aside for these items?  List as many as you can with prices.  
Step 2:  

· What vehicles are you interested in purchasing?  Think of year, make, model, sub-model etc. Consider 2 options for this assignment.  As a suggestion, when answering the steps/questions below, consider making a comparison chart. 

Step 3: 

· Call an insurance broker.  Find out what the insurance would be for both these vehicles.  Will you be the principle driver or an occasional driver (under your parent’s insurance) on the insurance?  This makes a huge difference in what they will quote you.   The idea is to see if you can even afford the insurance for the vehicles you have chosen.  There is no sense in purchasing a vehicle and then realizing that insurance is too much money.  

Step 4:  

· Once you have determined which vehicle is a better fit financially, start researching the car.  

· Look on places like Auto Trader and Kijiji.  
· What is the typical price for your vehicle?  

· Provide specs for your car of choice (ie. Colour, features, range of kilometres, cosmetic damage, highway or city driven, etc). 

Step 5:  

· You’ve chosen your vehicle. Include a picture.  What do you think the final steps should be before going to purchase the car?  List at least 4 things.
